Flu Update and Information

Did you know that flu is more common in children than in
adults? This is probably because, compared to adults,
children have had less lifetime exposure to influenza and
therefore don’t have as much natural immunity to it.
Symptoms

Watch for these symptoms:

*Rapid onset of high fever

*Dry cough

*Chills

*Muscle aches

*Headaches

*Vomiting, nausea, or diarrhea in young children

If Your Child Is Sick

If you suspect your child has the flu, consult your doctor
and encourage fluids. Children should stay home to rest
and avoid giving the flu to others. Keep your child home
from school until his or her temperature has been normal
for 24 hours.

Educate Your Kids

You can prevent the flu (and other illnesses) by practicing
good hand washing. Protect your family by teaching your
kids the proper way to wash their hands.

Remind your child to cover their mouth or nose with a
tissue when coughing or sneezing to protect others. Teach
them to throw away the tissue and properly wash their

hands.
